Course Requirements

Standard A Level entry requirements: 5 x GCSE grade 5's or above (must include Maths and English
Language).
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What You Will Learn

You will study how the country is governed, including the process of elections and how your vote
contributes to forming the government. The course explores the roles and functions of key political
institutions, such as the UK Parliament, the Prime Minister, and the judiciary. You will learn about
political ideologies like liberalism, conservatism, and socialism, and how these ideas influence political
parties and policies.

In addition, you will compare the political systems of the UK and the USA, examining their structures,
electoral systems, and political cultures. The course will also cover contemporary political issues,
including the influence of the media, public opinion, and pressure groups, as well as the impact of
global politics on national policies.

Assessment

Students undertake regular key assessment practice. Detailed feedback is provided to enable
students to further develop their work.

The final assessment consists of three exam papers taken at the end of 2 years. Each paper is worth
33.33% of your final A Level Politics grade.

Progression

Politics will equip you with highly transferable skills. Students who study Politics will be able to
understand and assess ideas and arguments, construct cogent and focused arguments and support
their claims with well-selected evidence. Politics teaches you analytical and critical thinking skills. In A
Level Politics, you'll regularly be asked to express your own opinions, in both written and oral formats.
This will allow you to develop your communications skills which are invaluable for any career path.

A number of students in recent years have gone on to study Politics and Politics-related subjects at
universities. Some students have chosen to study a degree in Politics with Law, History, Philosophy,

Economics or International Relations.
